Buder won bronze in 
rfc Kclåq 3.-54 silver division with 
a top speed of 22.97 seconds.

Developed by SKI Magazine in 
1968, NASTAR (NAtional 
STAndard Race) is the largest 
recreational ski and snowboard 
race program in the world.

1000 participants from across the 
United States competing in 
categories for alpine skiers, 
snowboarders, telemark skiers, and 
disabled skiers.
